FEE STATEMENT – WILLS AND OTHER DOCUMENTS
Simple Wills, Codicils, Living Wills, Living Trusts, Powers Of Attorney, Health Care Surrogate Proxies, Pre-Need Guardian Proxies And Quitclaim Deeds

The standard fee for a simple will is $100.00 ($150.00 for Husband and Wife simple wills. The standard fee for a simple codicil is $65.00 ($100.00 for Husband and Wife simple codicils. A codicil is generally used when you want to make simple changes to your original will. You must provide a copy of any will for which you desire to make a codicil. The standard fee to include a basic trust in will or codicil is an additional $50.00 for each trust. The additional fee for special trust provisions in a will or codicil depends on the particular circumstances. To qualify for the reduced fee for Husband and Wife wills the documents must be virtually identical, except that the names may be different. The fee for a “living trust” (inter vivos trust), if desired, depends on your particular circumstances.
The standard fee for living wills, powers of attorney, health care surrogate proxies and pre-need guardian proxies is $25.00 if prepared with a will or codicil. The fee is $50.00 for each document not prepared with a will or codicil. The fee for Directions for Mental Health Treatment, Anatomical Gift Directives and customized living wills is $100.00 per document. The fee for special powers of attorney and special proxies depends upon the particular circumstances.

The standard fee for a simple two party quitclaim deeds is $100.00 each, plus costs (recording fees and documentary stamps (tax) charged by the clerk of court). That fee does not include deeds with complex remainder interests, lengthy legal descriptions, metes and bounds type legal descriptions, complex deeds or real estate closings.

This standard fee for the documents described above includes counseling you about the document(s), discussing ways to avoid probate and drafting a document according to your specifications. The standard services do not include estate planning services calculated to avoid taxes on large estates, planning to avoid Medicaid liens or modifying your document once it has been prepared. Wills, deeds and most legal documents require that the signor's signature be notarized; please remember to bring your driver's license or state identification card to the signing. Wills may require two witnesses separate from the Notary; you must provide one (unless both Husband and Wife are signing). It is strongly recommended that witness should not be someone named in the will. You will receive your originals and one copy of each document. Additional copies require a payment of $5.00 per additional set of copies.
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
